By passing both a BRC-IoP audit on 23 June and an ISO audit on 9 July with flying colours, Van der Windt has yet again proved its house is more than ‘in order’.
Not only is certification is accordance with these standards a ‘must’ in order to meet the stringent demands of today’s fruit and vegetable preparation, packaging and exporting companies, it also reflects Van der Windt’s efforts in the field of Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR).
In January 2010 Van der Windt published a new ‘Corporate Social Responsibility and Involvement’ memorandum. To give substance to this memorandum, on 17 May Van der Windt signed a multi-year co-operation agreement with Climate Neutral Group.
This agreement relates to compensation for all the harmful greenhouse gasses generated by Van der Windt as an autonomous organisation. This covers activities such as gas and paper usage in the office environment, the vehicle fleet, travel to and from work and air travel. Opting to use green electricity had already neutralised Van der Windt’s electricity consumption.
The co-operation between Climate Neutral Group and Van der Windt will also focus on making Van der Windt’s organisation and market propositions more sustainable, primarily through awareness and energy-saving programmes and the offering of sustainable, climate-neutral packaging solutions. This is another step forward in Van der Windt’s efforts to lead the way in sustainability.
In parallel with making its production and distribution of conventional packaging more sustainable, Van der Windt puts considerable effort into packaging solutions made from renewable raw materials. The manufacture of biodegradable (compostable) packaging is a spearhead of the multi-year plan of this packaging manufacturer located in the Westland.

In addition to these developments Van der Windt is also prepared for possible disasters.

Article 17 of the EG 1935/2004 framework regulation contains stipulations regarding the traceability of packaging and disposables intended for direct contact with food. In the view of the VWA (Food and Commodities Authority), which is charged with monitoring compliance with these regulations, companies should have traceability systems and procedures in place such that all the relevant information related to one step backwards and one step forwards in the manufacturing chain is recorded and available. Should an incident occur this information must be available to each link in the chain within four hours. 
To make this possible Van der Windt Verpakking has opened a 24/7 phone line and has also introduced a Tracking & Tracing numbering system for outer packaging. All the required information is recorded in Van der Windt’s advanced information system.
To test its systems and procedures, in 2007 Van der Windt was one of the first companies to voluntarily participate in a VWA pilot project aimed at investigating how companies could fulfil these requirements in practice. Ten companies and the NVC (Dutch Packaging Centre) participated in the pilot project. Every company was visited by a controller and one of the VWA’s product experts who, on the basis of an extensive checklist, evaluated the company’s systems and procedures.
All Van der Windt’s procedures have now been tested extremely thoroughly and the implementation of improvements is a continuous process within the organisation. When it comes to Van der Windt’s solutions – all its solutions and not just its packaging, CSR and bio-based packaging - every packager of food can count on the highest standards in the field of hygiene and quality.
