	Van der Windt Verpakking introduces compostable tulip sleeve to the market
A biodegradable and compostable tulip sleeve is a new addition to Van der Windt Verpakking’s range for the ornamental horticulture market. This introduction is the Honselersdijk-based packaging supplier’s response to the growing interest in packaging made from renewable raw materials. As both the sleeve and the ink are compostable the sleeve can be put in the fruit and vegetable waste container along with the tulip stem trimmings.

In recent years Van der Windt Verpakking has seen a sharp increase in the interest in packaging made from renewable materials, in part due to the trend towards more sustainable packaging. The biodegradable and compostable tulip sleeve is made from poly lactic acid – a raw material extracted from corn. The material is also ideal for magazine outer sleeves and for hot and cold drinks cups. The tulip sleeve has been given the brand name 'Feel the nature'.

Although, in principle, the material is suitable for all types of flowers Van der Windt Verpakking has opted to begin with tulips. "The tulip is a flower that, as far as association is concerned, fits in very well with the concept", says product developer Huib Burggraaf. "See a bunch of tulips and anyone who has visited or seen pictures of the Dutch tulip fields will immediately see that image in their mind. So the link with natural raw materials is not far away. That gives the combination added-value."

The ornamental horticulture market is one of the most important sectors for Van der Windt Verpakking. The sleeve will be manufactured entirely in-house. The ink used to print the sleeves is also compostable. This means throwing the sleeve in the fruit and vegetable container along with the trimmed tulip stems and leaves is no longer a problem. The ‘Feel the nature’ tulip sleeve is available from stock.
